Determining the level of importance of each of the
stakeholders. Ranking the level of importance of par-
ticipation of each stakeholder The parties make it pos-
sible to focus on the most influential groups. Ranking
is based on the assessment of the level of impact on
successful implementation of the project and involves
the formation of three groups stakeholders on the level
of importance of their involvement in the project man-
agement. This stage involves determining the actual
possibility stakeholders to facilitate or hinder the pro-
gress of implementation and success completion of the
project.

Evaluation of interest. The main task is identifica-
tion the nature and level of interest in the successful im-
plementation of the project or its failure. In this case,
we propose to assign numerical values from 1 to 3 with
the corresponding identifying signs "+" or "-".

Identification of emotional belonging to the pro-
ject. Practice project management has examples of sit-
uations in which emotional the attitude of stakeholders
differs from actual interests. Dana the stakeholder anal-
ysis component becomes an integral source of infor-
mation to form a communication plan for the project.

Growth of economic efficiency and value of real-
ized projects as a result of the implementation of
measures to increase the maturity of the project man-
agement is confirmed by empirical research. The main
ones economic and value effects from the growth of
project maturity management in diversified organiza-
tions is defined as follows: mobilization internal re-
sources of the organization, increasing competitive ad-
vantages, ensuring the process of achieving the strategy
of the organization, reducing the number unsuccessful
projects, reduction of the average level of budget over-
runs, increase productivity, increase consumer satisfac-
tion, reduction of the average level of delay in the pro-
ject schedule, increase achieving project goals, etc. De-
termination of economic effect from optimization of

project management processes at enterprises is offered
based on the assessment of changes in performance in-
dicators of projects for established time and cost limits
and the integrated indicator effectiveness of project
management.

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At modern stage of social development, which is
characterized by aggravation of many economical, eco-
logical, social and other problems there is a need for
transfer to the level of mankind evolution, grounded on
a new paradigm of creation and functioning of organi-
zational and socialeconomic systems (SES) (family,
enterprise (firm), industry, region, state and union of
states) with competitive recovery being a task of huge
importance, especially in the post-Soviet space. All this
determines the relevance of the article.

The purpose of the article is to present the concep-
tual aspects of transformation of hierarchy of socioeco-
nomic relations subjects into the state of a system-per-
fection.

Based on the analysis of the substantive compo-
nent of the concept of “perfection” [2,3,9,11], a number
of conclusions can be drawn:

first, the concept of "perfection” is applied in a
broad sense to all spheres of human life and their sub-
systems, including artificially man-made organiza-
tional systems, which includes a business organization;

secondly, the concept of "perfection” is applied to
an object, subject or phenomenon only to give a certain
characteristic of their positive qualities;

thirdly, the concept of "perfection™ in its highest
manifestation characterizes the highest limit of positive
qualities that can reach an object, subject or phenome-
non, a certain ideal set of these qualities, through the
prism of the completeness of their strengths and ab-
sence of shortcomings.

In turn, research in the field of system-perfection
applied to business organizations [6,7,10] makes it pos-
sible to pay attention to the favorable internal environ-
ment of this concept in a broad sense. Favorable inter-
nal environment is that after reaching a certain state, the
organization produces such results and manifestations
that bring joy, satisfaction, and directly lead to eco-
nomic effect and efficiency, and the organization itself
is safe for the environment, including the ecological
system. This is a certain ideal, the achievement of
which is directly related to the state of consciousness
and work with it of each member of such an organiza-
tion and key partners.

According to Kobzev P. M [8, p. 32-33] system-
perfection of organizational and economic system is a
multifaceted perfection of the system and its internal
environment, which is manifested in interaction with
the external environment, with the maximum possible
implementation of known in theory systems of system

properties (static system-perfection) and perfection of
organization systems with the maximum possible ob-
servance of the system principles and laws of function-
ing of systems known in the theory of systems (dy-
namic system-perfection). But it should be noticed that
the creation of a system-perfection business organiza-
tion is just one of the steps towards building welfare of
various states or their associations.

It is proposed to take this understanding of the sys-
temic perfection of organizational systems as a basis for
the formation of the conceptual foundations of the
transformation of hierarchy of socioeconomic relations
subjects into a state of a system-perfection in the con-
text of modern problems and trends.

Four object levels of competitiveness are tradi-
tionally distinguished in post —Soviet space [1]: 1) com-
modity level (goods and services); 2) micro — level (en-
terprise); 3) meso — level (association of industry play-
ers); 4) macro — level (region, state).

It appears from this that competitiveness of enter-
prise is the second level of competitiveness within the
presented hierarchy.

Also, we can conclude that competitiveness of
state depends on competitiveness of objects at the
macro — level, meso — level, micro — level and commod-
ity level. However, it is the author's opinion that this is
not a complete hierarchy of competitiveness in general,
in terms of its composition and structure. This is, first
of all, due to absence of at least two object levels of
competitiveness, namely, global and individual ones.

Various integrated associations (unions) of states
in the world, which also compete with each other
should be distinguished as objects of the global level.

The author thinks that the individual level should
include the following objects: “family” SES and di-
rectly an “active element” (a person who acts as both
the creator of artificial systems, primarily of socioeco-
nomic systems and organizational economic system
type, and directly as the participant of functioning, de-
velopment and extermination of these systems).

It should be noticed that all the listed objects on
each level hierarchy of socioeconomic relations sub-
jects (except commodity one), taking into account the
proposed additions, directly act in market economy as
subjects of socioeconomic relations. Taking this into
account, graphic interpretation of the concept of trans-
formation of hierarchy of socio-economic subjects into
a state of system-perfection is proposed for considera-
tion in the figures an alternative to existing approaches

(Fig. 1).
