THE SECOND HALF OF THE 19TH - 30S OF THE 20TH CENTURY: A HISTORIOGRAPHICAL
OVERVIEW OF THE PROBLEM

The current article analyzes the historiographical work on the issue of the activities of Ukrainian women
archaeologists in the second half of the 19th — 30s of the 20th century. For the classification of works on the
specified problem, the problem-chronological principle is conditionally applied, according to which the works
are divided into 4 groups: 1) pre-revolutionary works,; 2) Soviet historiography, 3) post-Soviet publications;
4) works on gender history.

The analysis of historiography shows that starting from the second half of the 19th century. to date, many
materials on the history of archaeology, the history of education, the history of women, gender history and
gender archeology have been accumulated. There are much fewer scientific works on gender archaeology.

The first publications appear at the end of the 19th century. Their authors almost do not touch on the
problem of the activities of Ukrainian women archaeologists, they focus on events related to the history of the
formation and development of Russian archeology as a separate science.

In Soviet historiography under the authoritarian regime, the ideological approach dominates. Soviet scien-
tists, like pre-revolutionary scientists, paid the main attention to the study of the development of archeology as
an independent scientific field. The most common genre of Soviet historiography, which is directly related to
the stated problem, are publications of biographical content, built according to a universal algorithm.

Among the post-Soviet publications in Ukraine, the largest group, as in the previous era, is reference publi-
cations and works of a biographical nature in periodicals. They are dominated by a descriptive approach. The
authors of most studies on gender issues are Western European and American scientists. In recent decades,
there has been an increase in interest in studying the problems of the position of women and relations between
the sexes. “Women's history” is popular and successful. Purely gender studies in the field of archeology are
few, most of them are characterized by one-sidedness. In Ukraine, the problem of women entering the archaeo-
logical environment is almost undeveloped. Accumulation of the source base is taking place.
