DEVELOPMENT OF SOCIAL RELATIONS IN THE ACADEMIC GROUP
AS A TEAM BUILDING CONDITION

Summary. The aim of the research is to analyze and assess the level of development of academic group’s social
relations, which are characteristic feature of a team, and to identify in what way these social relations ensure the
creation of a favorable psychological microclimate. The research methodology is based on a personality-centered
approach to the development of an individual and a team; scientific works by I D. Bekh, T.V. Alekseeva,



V. V. Kryzhanovskaya, V. M. Chernobrovkin, L. Ya. Rubina, S. Kaverin, which deal with the identified issue; a
combination of theoretical (analysis of psychological and pedagogical literature on the research issue, systematization
and generalization of the received data) and empirical (psychodiagnostic testing) methods. Reliability of the research
results have been provided by a theoretical validity of the starting points, use of reliable and valid diagnostic tools;
representativeness of a sample of test subjects; combination of quantitative and qualitative processing of the obtained
data. The scientific novelty of the article can be seen in an attempt to research the features of the development of social
relations in an academic group at theoretical and empirical levels; these relations act as a condition for a team
building. In the article the author has also provided a clarification of such concept as “team”, and researched the
factors influencing team building. Findings. The healthy psychological climate of a team and friendly relationships in a
group facilitate high academic achievements, promote well-being of the team members. Hostility and conflict relations
in the academic group reduce working capacity and provide conditions for team members’ inner discomfort. The
research findings have showed that all team members consider the availability of information and emotional
relationships between them to be a main thing for the majority of applicants for higher education. The applicants have
also emphasized the importance of group problem solving, consensus among team members and ability to be organized
in the structure of relationships. Thus, the presence of all those types of relationships, which are crucial for team
building, ensure the creation of a favorable psychological microclimate in it. Collectively, the whole complex of factors
and conditions of students’ training in each single case has a positive or negative impact on the team building.

PECULIARITIES OF INVENTORY REMEMBERING IN OLDER PRESCHOOL CHILDREN
WITH DEAD MENTAL DEVELOPMENT IN FOREIGN STUDY

Abstract. The aim of the work. Research includes the study of features of the involuntary memorizing for the
children of senior preschool age time-lagged psychical development at the study of foreign language. Methodology.
Philosophical position on language as a product of the universal historical development of mankind, as the most
important means of communication and social interaction, on the role of speech activity in the development of the
communicative sphere of a child with mental retardation; provision for the availability of preserved features for each
child with disabilities based on which it is appropriate to develop their potential; provisions of special psychology on
general patterns of normal and abnormal development. Scientific novelty. Psychodiagnostic techniques have been used
to study the levels of involuntary remembering of foreign vocabulary by older preschool children who have mental
retardation and their peers with normal development. Conclusions. A sample study of the involuntary memory of 45
children with mental retardation and 42 older preschoolers with normal development found a pattern: visual evidence
is better remembered when interacting with it and less than 50% of children with CRA play a role.
